2. Installation Steps

2.1 Step 1 - Flat roof flashing

Determine where you want to install the Solatube from the inside and mark the position
through the roof.

Note: Consider the roof construction and any electrical wires or pipes which may be hidden
within the roof void.

Mark the position and create an opening
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Opening size @ 550 mm

2.2 Step 2 - Fit the flashing insulator

Stick the flashing insulator onto the underside of the roof flashing with the strips of
aluminium tape provided. Ensure that the insulator is properly taped and centered in
position.

Note: The flashing insulator is important to prevent thermal bridging.




_ Installation Steps

2.3 Step 3 — Mount the roof flashing
Note: It may be necessary to degrease the flashing prior to installation.
Centre the roof flashing over the opening created in the roof and secure the flashing down

with suitable screws (not supplied). Apply the appropriate roofing material over the flange of
the flashing, ensuring a watertight seal.

2.4 Step 4 — Assemble the top extension tube

Bend the short tab of at the very top of the tube slightly inwards. Bend the short tab at the
bottom of the tube slightly inwards. Bend the tab at the middle of the tube slightly inwards.
Insert the straight tube edge into the shallow notch created at the top of the tube, the notch
in the middle of the tube and the shallow notch at the bottom of the tube as shown below.

Tape the entire length of the tube seam with aluminium tape on the outside of the tube.
Remove the protective film from the extension tube.
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2.5 Step 5 - Fit the dome ring

Fit the dome ring onto the outside of the top of the extension tube, ensuring that all fours
tabs on the inside of the dome ring fit into the rectangular recesses in the top of the tube.
Tape the bottom edge of the dome ring to the outside of the tube with the aluminium tape

2.6 Step 6 - Fit the diffuser
The next step is to fit the ceiling diffuser. Refer to the installation instructions of the diffuser
of your choice, available from our website www.solatube.co.uk.

2.7 Step 7 — Apply the brush seal
Apply the self-adhesive brush seal to the top of the roof flashing, wrapping it tightly around
just below the white dome ring. Use the entire brush sealing strip.

2.8 Step 8 - Install the top extension tube

Carefully push the extension tube down through the roof flashing until the dome ring is
correctly seated down onto the top lip of the roof flashing.

Note: The flashing insulator is designed to fit tightly around the outside of the tube, so you
may have to carefully push the insulator aside to allow the tube to fit through.

2.9 Step 9 - Fit the LightTracker

Fit the LightTracker reflector between the extension tube and the dome ring, with the
reflective side facing inwards.

Remove the protective film from the LightTracker.

Note: Turn the tube so that the reflective side of the LightTracker faces south. If the sunlight
is blocked on the south side of the dome, do not fit the LightTracker in the dome!

2.10 Step 10 - Fit the roof dome
Fit the dome down over the dome ring.

Push the 6 dome spacers (long side of the spacer first) into the pre-formed holes in the
dome.
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_ Installation Steps

Fasten the dome with the dome screws supplied. Screw from the outside to the inside,
through the spacers. Drive the screws through both the roof flashing and the reflective tube.
Do not overtighten the screws or you may cause damage to the roof dome.
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This completes the installation of your Solatube system.
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
